P22/S4359/HH  - Hillside, Moulsford, OX10 9JG
Proposed single storey extension and associated alterations.

Resolved: It was unanimously approved to approve: No strong views, as per statement below on the same application.
0. P22/S4362/LB  - Hillside, Moulsford, OX10 9JG (listed building consent)
        Proposed single storey extension and associated alterations.
Resolved: It was unanimously approved to approve: No strong views, there are no concerns on the single story extension as the old part of the cottage is hidden by previous extensions. However with regards to visibility from Underhill junction, it is suggested that the fence is staggered in height to combat visibility concerns/ reviewed by highways team.
0. P22/S4300/FUL  - Land north of No 1 Cranford Cottages, Moulsford
        New access road on land north of No 1 Cranford Cottages.

It was noted that there was a lot of driveways/entrances exits for the schools, commercial and domestic houses. There is also considerable congestion for both directions, Highways have objected to the application. 
Resolved: It was unanimously approved to Object. It looks to be over development of a junction for a small number of cottages/moorings; given the number of existing entrances on this part of the road, this is over development on both sides of the road. It should be noted that there is a separate access road approved for the farm shop, which is due to start development imminently. The traffic survey contained within the application is now out of date as new development of Moulsford Prep has since been built, Cranford house 6th form opened in Sept 2021, which further adds to congestion within this part of the village, on both sides of the road. Peak times of traffic is limited, there has been no evidence in recent neighbourhood surveys regarding lack of access to the properties but there has been comments on reducing congestion at this end of the village. The paddock site of the current application had planning permission granted for construction of a tennis court associated with the Old Laundry (P19/S1887/FUL; Change of land use and construction of a hard surfaced tennis court with surround fencing). Moulsford Parish Council has already submitted concerns to planning enforcement (SE22/259) for a suspected breach of planning at this site, due to the continuing development of the site with additional structures, hard landscaping and areas laid to gravel, including car parking, exceeding the original permission which restricted construction and landscaping to the immediate tennis court area. We understand this enforcement investigation is ongoing. With the cumulative development at this site, it is felt that the present application represents further encroachment and progressive change of use of this paddock site to facilitate longer term development.
