Treasurer’s report - Stephanie
Current balance £1435. Friday night takings variable, lowest was around £90 on 27th August (bank holiday weekend). Wine up to date and paid for pavilion through to end July.

Not able to offer cashless payments while linked to current bank account. However, planning to move account to new provider over winter and aim to set up cashless payments for next year. Bank account reporting will also be updated to new software over winter. 

Nigel mentioned it might be worth looking at Co-op bank – do a lot of smaller businesses.

Wine chiller
Nial’s mother has 2 professional wine fridges, has offered to Events Committee to replace current wine fridge, and she would take our smaller ones in their place. Everyone agreed would be good idea, plan to do swop over in October once finished current social season.  

Moulsford Munch
Niall suggestd that next year we run a food fest and call it Moulsford Munch – consisting of street food, etc….

Rob has links with Paul Chambers who does Wallingford Food Fest and will follow up with him to see if we can get any pointers as to how to set things up. 

Niall commented that there are now 89 vans in vicinity serving huge variety of food. Nigel suggested that we ask people interested in pitch to commit to providing food for one night of next social season.
