22.10.1 To receive apologies for absence and to approve the reasons given. [LGA 1972 s85(1)]
Cllr F Bloomfield sent his apologies.
Resolved:  It was unanimously agreed that the reasons given were approved.

Resolved:  It was unanimously agreed both sets of minutes were an accurate record of the meetings and they were duly signed.  Approved by Cllr Powell; seconded by Cllr Partridge for the meeting on the 5th.  Approved by Cllr Baker and seconded by Cllr Eagle for the meeting on the 10th.

No report received from Felix, but an update was given with his apologies for the meeting:

Please report to councillors that I support the landline installation to the pavilion. I will be very happy to fund this to the sum of £400 once my new Councillor Priority Fund is available in the next financial year and look forward to your application for funding.

I would also be grateful if you could let councillors know I have had an OCC Highways officer visit the village to investigate the broken road surface of the A329 at the Underhill junction. They have assured me they will continue to monitor this section of the highway and will prioritise any necessary works.

I note you are setting up a working group regarding issues in Ferry Lane and would appreciate any updates.

Resolved: It was noted that the reports were received and will be published in the Moulsford News and on MPC website.  It was noted that Cllr Bloomfield supports the funding application for the pavilion.  The OCC highways officer has visited the village regarding the A329 at Underhill and that updates regarding the Ferry lane working group should include Cllr Bloomfield. Clerk to respond to thank FB but to mention that the whole of Underhill Road is very eroded and we request it should be looked at with a view to resurfacing the whole road.

Cllr Partridge produced the layout of the reports for this meeting, Cllr Partridge would take on more of a finance role with the Clerk looking to take on a more of supporting role with the website and Cllr Powell.
It was discussed where to put the NPS funding and it was decided to go to into the projects account. 

Turnover is very low for MEC and has previously been discussed and was decided they were too small to register for VAT. MPC would purchase any large or small assets and these would be held on our asset register.

22.10.7 To review River Thames Public Access
22.10.7.1 To receive updates on River Thames Public Access
Update provided by Cllr Powell; there has been a lot of investigation and research by OCC to reach a compromise offer to owner of B&W Boathouse.  Cllr Powell feels very reassured by the extensive research that has taken place.
Resolved: An offer has been made to the Beetle and Wedge to reach a compromise, we are waiting for an official response. 
22.10.8 Traffic and Parking Review							
22.10.8.1 To receive updates on traffic and parking
   22.10.8.2 Update on establishing a group (2 x councillors; 2 x Ferry Lane residents; Ben Smith B&W) to consult on traffic and parking issues around Ferry Lane.
Resolved: No further progress has been made, and it is still an action going forwards. 
22.10.8.2 Update on the possibility of traffic calming around the narrow pavement at Grange Cottage
Resolved: Cllr Eagle will contact OCC Highways regarding this.
22.10.9 To receive Planning Applications and Enforcements						
22.10.9.1 P23/S0110/HH  - Breach House, Halfpenny Lane, Cholsey, OX10 9JN
Proposed alterations and extensions to the dwelling. Erection of a garage.
Resolved: See response under P23/S0112/LB below

22.10.9.2  P23/S0112/LB  - Breach House, Halfpenny Lane, Cholsey, OX10 9JN (listed building consent)
 Proposed alterations and extensions to the dwelling. Erection of a garage.

It is complicated due to a number of factors:  there have been many different extensions and work done to the house which they want to re-work to make better; secondly, there is some historic planning that they would like to implement/complete. The plans are not very consistent and it is difficult to read them and to compare the plans; concerns that there could be things missed due to the complexity of the plans. It is one of the biggest heritage buildings in the parish, request to have more information from the LB officer and possibly a site visit to clarify.
Resolved: It was unanimously approved that the Cllrs lack the confidence to vote on this application, it was moved to request a deadline extension on a decision until after the Listed Building and conservation reports are in.  It should also be noted that the plans and elevations are inconsistent and very difficult to interpret on an already complex building. To request a site visit with a conservation officer.
22.10.10 To receive matters arising from the floor
The land north of Cranford House application P22/S4300/FUL, additional information has since been supplied to the planning team over the traffic concern. The council are required to reiterate their stance on the application. 

It should be noted that there is an objection from a neighbour. It is agreed unanimously for MPC’s Objection to stand. 
22.10.11 To receive updates from previous meeting.
22.10.11.1 To receive updates on Pavilion roof repairs

No meeting of PMC has taken place, it is waiting to be rearranged. A small repair is needed to the guttering which hopefully will be completed by the maintenance team of the pavilion, this is now with the chair of PMC.

Discussion was had regarding how many quotes are required for the full roof repair. 

Resolved: Clerk to check whether there was a recommended maintenance schedule and warranties – to ask previous clerk and Chair PMC where that might be.

22.10.11.2  To receive updates on cricket equipment disposal
Resolved: Contact salvage team to remove the roller and possibly boundary rope – Cllr Partridge
Enquires to be made to a demolition company to get the shed down – Cllr Baker

22.10.11.4  Landline Installation to the Pavilion
Request for a grant has been denied; a positive email was received from Cllr Bloomfield expressing his interest in receiving our grant application for this in the new financial year.

Resolved: It was noted that the grant was not received but would go ahead with a request for funding in April, Clerk to contact Cllr Bloomfield to say we will contact him in April to see when grant applications will open. Remove from Agenda until April.

22.10.11.5 To receive updates on progress of the potential additional paving slabs from Old Vic to pavilion to access the rear door.

22.10.12 To receive updates on quotes for tree maintenance required for dead wood around the rec.     
An alternative tree has been sourced, a wild service tree, which is good for wildlife, produces flowers and fruit. 
Request for additional tree surgeon contacts who can remove the deadwood. 
Resolved:  It was unanimously approved that Cllr Eagle would provide Cllr Baker with a contact to secure quotes for removal of the deadwood and decide on a tree.

22.10.13.1  Pavilion Management Committee 
No meeting has taken place.	 				
22.10.13.2  Moulsford Events Committee
It was noted that the gala night was classed as a modest event, this used to be the main event. It is understood that money is not necessarily raised from the ticket sales, profit is made on the raffle and other sales (auction). Typically, there is a plan supplied to MPC of the events for fundraising for review, this will be drawn up with the new secretary.
Cllr Elvy provided an update on the accounts and these will be circulated to all Cllrs.
22.10.13.3  Ratify Carol Bemis as MEC secretary

Resolved: It was unanimously agreed to ratify Carol Bemis in the role of MEC secretary. It was noted that the report was provided. 
22.10.14 To Receive update on NPS 
22.10.14.1  Update to be provided on NPS project

First draft of the plan has been sent to the SODC contact, there is a call booked to go through what else is required and how much evidence is required. There is a concern over the traffic evidence that maybe required as this would be unaffordable, a call with the OCC traffic contact to see what can be done, with a follow up call from the SODC NPS controller to see if this would be acceptable. There are a number of maps required, which should be available via SODC and should be FOC.  One more public meeting is to be held, which is agreed we should pay PMC for pavilion rental as the project is funded.

It is noted that there is a great deal of information and detail required with limited specialist knowledge.

March/April for NPS review meeting with the parish

Resolved: It was unanimously agreed to note the update provided, and that the pavilion hire cost for the meeting should be paid for. 
22.10.15 To receive Items of Correspondence and agree actions arising.		
22.10.15.1  Request for old traffic survey report from a MOP regarding speeding and 20 MPH speed limit.

Prospect of 20MPH this should be raised in APM

Resolved: Clerk to contact local parishes and collate answers and also to look for the old traffic survey report.
22.10.16 To consider actions arising
Concerns over road markings around Moulsford prep entrance, where a pedestrian was almost hit by a school bus whilst crossing the road. It has been raised by Cllr Eagle and the school will look at the road markings to help mitigate problems.

Cllr Eagle will contact the old peoples home regarding the road markings and ramps around their entrance. 

Moulsford Prep to be asked if they have completed their traffic plan and can we have a copy.										 Cllr Powell. 

OCC highways planting trees, the MPC tree is a fastigiate beech which grows very large; this is to be planted on the corner of Underhill, however no consultation has taken place. Cllr Baker has emailed regarding the tree choice and its position, no response has been received. 

South Stoke School is now officially the smallest school in Oxfordshire, they are seeking to raise awareness. They have some banners which they are looking to have placed around to help with this.  Can a banner be placed on the gate to the Pavilion? – unanimously agreed to help support the school by allowing the banner up, Cllr Baker to pursue and confirm ok with PMC and provide some wording to the Clerk for social media. 

Coffee shop, there are a number of items in the pavilion which need PAT testing, Cllr Elvy has asked PMC for them to do this. 
The coffee shop has asked for a larger coffee machine, Cllr Elvy has approached the PMC for help with funding, but they have no need for this, it is likely that a request for help in payment for this will come to MPC. 

Back pay for ex clerk is required, it is agreed that this will be given in a payslip via the payroll company – clerk to action

Review of the work load has taken place, Cllr Partridge has offered to take over with RFO parts, and Clerk to assist Cllr Powell with the website, a review with Cllr Baker and Elvy will happen week commencing 20th Feb. 

It is apparent that Clerks are usually provided a laptop, and it is something we should be considering for the Clerk. Cllr Partridge to look at securing a reconditioned lap top. 

Cllr Elvy has said that a date for the AGM should be considered as well as the information to be displayed and presented to the Village. 

Planning sections of the meeting need to be more formalised and we should think about how this could work for everyone going forwards, it was discussed that if there is no clear weekend ahead of the meeting an extension should be requested, but Cllrs should be prepared to discuss the planning application in the meeting. 

Cllrs are reminded to inform the clerk if they are unable to attend the meeting in advance so that they can ensure there is a quorum of Cllrs available for the meeting.
